Along with being able to view our entire
collection, you will be able to place a hold on an
item or renew items you currently have checked
out. To place a hold, find the title you would
like, Click on that title to bring up the title
information page. Click on the “place.
hold/reserve” button and then click the save
button. If the item is currently checked out, you
will be put in a queue. We will call you when
the item is available. You will have 1 week to
pick it up before we forward it on to the next
patron. Ifa copy is available, it will be ready the
next business day for you to pick up. '

To renew items, you need to be at the Ely Public.
Library website and instead of clicking on the -
“catalog” tab, click on the “use ouir library” tab.
On the left side under navigation, click on
“request to renew your library items.”
Completely fill out the form then click the
“submit” button. You will need to include the
area code in the telephone field of the form. -
Please be aware that if items are already late, a
fine will be assessed. If there are holdsonan
item it will not be renewed. We will email you
within 2 business days fo inform you of the status
of your renewals. If you have any questions,
give us a call or stop in and we will be happy to
assist you. We think you will really like these
enhancements so check it out soon!
